I hope that many of you will have the chance to come 

next weekend to see Father David McGuire.  He’ll 

hear Confessions and preside at the Vigil Mass on 

Saturday night.  I know he looks forward to 

reconnecting with many of you and sharing stories of 

what is going on in his priestly ministry.  For those of 

you new to the parish, Father David was my 

predecessor and is currently serving as a priest-

chaplain in the United States Air Force.
